Minutes of meeting June 8th 2009

It was agreed to accept Mex Merrick’s offer to act as temporary minute secretary.

Minutes of the last meeting (April 6th 2009) were read and signed by the chair as a correct record. Proposed: Bob English seconded: Liz Gregory.

Matters Arising.

Liz Gregory reported that the new owners at Treworra are happy to have the footpath signposted through their property as agreed. She would contact Chris Monk regarding this and also the signs needed at Inny Vale.

Casual vacancy notices have been received from Linda Ridley. They will be posted  informing the public that the deadline for application is June 15th. 

The ‘Holiday Homes For Sale’ signs are now mostly gone. Julie Dowton will contact the North Cornwall Enforcement Officer about that and also about the fencing and septic tank work at Inny Vale.

Correspondence.

Jenny Frayne (Streetworks Assistant) writes to inform that the B3266 Mount Pleasant to Camelford and Camelford Rd to Boscatle closures date has been revised.

Cornwall Council write to inform Tamill Rd, St Clether will be closed from August 17th for 4 days.

Casual Vacancy notices received as above.

Cornwall Council Newsletter received. News of community Network recruitment. Insurance policy changes, planning application changes, play area improvements etc.

Any Other Business.

Bob English asked who is the official keyholder of the Methodist Chapel Hall. They are: Oliver and Myrtle Gay, Lorna Heard and Marion baker. Bob also has a copy.

Bob English also informed members that the Google street camera had come through Tremail last Sunday.

Liz Gregory reported that Robert Waters from the Corlink bus service had reported that the bus that comes through Davidstow is not in service as the driver is on his break and that more buses would cost more money. Members felt that this was not an acceptable response and Liz Gregory would follow the matter up.

Liz Gregory reported that Zurich Insurance have confirmed that the phone boxes are covered on our public liability insurance.

Robert Baker has located the Davidstow handbells which are currently in the care of the vicar at Boscastle.

It was proposed by Keith Goodenough and seconded by Robert Baker that the bells should be returned to Davidstow.

Is the current insurance adequate for the value of the bells? Liz Gregory will contact Zurich insurance to check.

Robert baker will ask the vicar to arrange their return so that we may see them and decide on their future home which it was agreed should be within Davidstow parish.

Julie Dowton pointed out that the motorbike track which has been established at Trevivien has exceeded the allowed 28 days running time and is continuing to be in use many days of the week. The noise is very intrusive and unacceptable to a number of residents. The enforcement officer has attended in the past and Julie would contact him again.

At this point the meeting was interrupted by Marion baker who informed members that no meeting time had been agreed with her, that the incorrect name of the hall had been used on the notices and to question why Bob English had a copy of the key.

All members felt that the manner in which she dealt with this was both upsetting and unacceptable and that a more ‘neutral’ meeting place was needed. Julie Dowton would make enquiries as to where the next meeting could be held.

Bob English proposed and Robert baker seconded that the Parish Council should write to the Village Hall committee to express the need for a neutral hall to meet in. Agreed unanimously.

Open Session
Colin Caudery outlined the possibility of creating a ‘Landscape Character Statement’ which can be used to influence all major planning developments in the area.

Local people could have input and many clauses could be included. Colin will return with more information, examples, costs and available funding etc.
