The chair welcomed Rebecca Karn (East Cornwall Council For Voluntary Service) to the meeting.

She can help with all voluntary groups eg: Parish Councils, Community development groups, Rural Areas Network, Villlage hall Network, Moorland parishes etc.

Her group met on Monday last. Their first issue was the windfarm situation. They are currently preparing letters to send to parish councils and want to talk to people to clarify what local groups are doing.

Other issues raised from this Parish Council included: speed restrictions, and the fact that Exmoor and Dartmoor get much more attention when Bodmin Moor is neglected. We need support that we have lacked in the past.

Rebecca Karn says Parish councils needs will be catered for, including training (for building planning etc.).

The chair spoke at the Windfarm Strategic Meeting. It was an unsatisfactory meeting in general. Strategic planning was a shambles. People’s opinions were ignored. There was a lack of understanding, misinformation etc. There was no professionalism. The minute taking was inadequate.
