Minutes of meeting Monday July 19th 2010 7.30pm

The chair welcomed all to the meeting.

Minutes of meeting February 1st 2010 were read and signed by the chair as a correct record. Proposed: Liz Gregory, seconded: Stuart Cornelius. All agreed.

Matters Arising from those minutes.

The light at Stattons yard has been adjusted.

The library bus will be available from September if 10 names are put forward. Stuart Cornelius to follow up.

Minutes of meeting April 26th 2010 were read and signed by the chair as a correct record. Proposed: Robert Baker, seconded: Bob English. All agreed.

Dog fouling has stopped on footpath 13 after sign was put up for one week.

The bus shelter is now done. There is money remaining for the Trewassa shelter. Julie Dowton will contact PC Sam Smith to follow up.

Liz Gregory contacted BT. Once we have signed the contract BT will send us details of where to obtain parts etc. Proposed: Bob English, seconded: Robert baker that the contract be signed. Liz Gregory will deal with it on behalf of the Parish Council. All agreed.

Keith Goodenough has not yet seen Roy Baker about the Trewassa notice board. He will contact him. Opinion is that a notice board is needed at Hallworthy.

Any Other Business.

A hole appeared in the road between Bluehaven and Tredwen farm and was temporarily repaired by a resident when the council failed to respond to phone call. The council eventually closed the road and carried out the repair.

The hedge alongside the cycle lane between Trewinnow and Hallworthy has become dangerously overgrown causing cyclists to be in the path of oncoming vehicles. The road itself is also in need of repair.

Still nothing has been done about the planning conditions re the river at Inny Vale. Keith Goodenough and Julie Dowton to follow up.

Parking at Lily Park has become a danger to road users. Julie Dowton to write to the housing association.

Village Hall. Mex Merrick reported that with the lack of public interest it is difficult for the trustees to come to a satisfactory decision regarding the future of the charity. Whilst the majority of the trustees feel that dissolving the charity and forming a three parishes hall with Otterham & St Juliot Village hall would not be suitable, it is a present the only option that would allow the funds to be used for the intended purpose of the charity.

The last meeting was not attended by the full committee so any decision has been deferred until the full committee can meet.

There is however a further option of investing the funds for a period in the hopes that a better use of the funds may be found.

Stuart Cornelius suggested that the money might be kept in a trust for the people of Davidstow and be used for village events etc.

It is the opinion of the Parish Council that as the funds belong to the people of Davidstow they should not leave the parish. Robert Baker to represent the parish council with this opinion at the next village hall meeting.

From 16th July 2010, all land open on at least three sides will be subject to dog fouling byelaws. Owners of offending dogs can be prosecuted based on the evidence of one witness reporting any such incident.

Parish survey results are still coming in and willl represent about a 50% return when completed. Results will be assessed by the next meeting.

Public  Comments.

Ray Watson asks who is responsible for trees and hedges overgrowing the lanes around the village and how is it enforcible. Some lanes are becoming difficult to pass through. Julie Dowton will follow up.
