Planning

2010/00603. D&S Bilton, Ashley, Tremail. Full planning for replacement of existing extensions to bungalow.

There is concern that a new window will overlook ‘Kevardu’ and that the foundations on the north gable end should be confirmed as adequate and that the access lane on the north side should be kept open during construction.

Finance

We are still not getting bank statements. Julie Dowton will call into the bank.

Payments to church and chapel for ground maintenance are now due.

Peter Brown (church warden) commented that an increase would be welcomed due to extra work to cover, such as wall on roadside collapsing.

Keith Goodenough prposed Stuart Cornelius seconded that payments should remain as are: £130 church, £70 chapel. All agreed.

We have received nothing from Zurich insurance. Liz Gregory will contact to query and check new premium.

Thanks should go to Mex Merrick for his help taking minutes etc. It was suggested that he should be paid as would the clerk. He wants no payment but will bill the parish council for any out of pocket expenses incurred.

Village Hall. Mex Merrick explained that the appraisal of the options in hand had been almost completed.
It is hoped that the Parish Survey would give some idea of what support there may be for the project and which options the community would prefer.

The AGM is set for June 24th at Wilsey Down Hotel.

Robert Baker has had scrap metal stolen from Tresplatt farm. There have been various such thefts in the area and the police have been notified.

The proprietors of bike track have been visited by the planning/rates dept. but still continue to operate. Julie Dowton to follow up.

Holiday home signs are being put up again. Cornwall Council cannot remove them without first notifying them. Liz Gregory is waiting for response. If not, Parish Council will write to Ocean Cove to request removal.

Planning conditions relating to the river at Inny vale had not been carried out. Julie Dowton to contact planning dept.

Roy Baker has taken the Trewassa notice board back. Keith Goodenough to follow up.

Ivy on the phone box was cleared by Ray Watson. Thanks to him.
