Minutes of meeting Monday October 4th 2010 7.30pm

Tremail Methodist Hall

The chair welcomed all to the meeting.

Matters Arising 

Brian Drake has been contacted concerning the handbells. Only the leather will need attention. Stuart Cornelius will take them to him to look into it.

The bus shelter paint is peeling off. Chair will contact Sam Smith.

Liz Gregory has received the phone box contract from BT. She has signed on behalf of the parish Council. Now handed to chair.

Some holiday home signs are back again. Mainly Inny Vale. Liz Gregory has told the Community Network meeting.

Some trees have been cut down opposite lower Tremail Farm.

Can we get a list of Tree Preservation Orders (TPOs) for the area? Liz Gregory to follow up.

Mex Merrick reported that the village hall trustees have voted to drop the option of a village green and to pursue the option of refurbishing the church hall.

The committee is as concerned as the church council that the current traffic access and parking arrangements are already in need of improvement. Stuart Cornelius suggests that on behalf of the church the parish council should ask Councillor Goodenough to enquire with Cornwall Council as to the possibility of traffic calming/speed limit reduction etc. before the trustees make proposals to improve access.
The Village hall Trustees have lost two members. If the project is to continue successfully they will need a more enthusiastic membership. This is now a main concern.
