Speed restrictions from School House were discussed.  It was felt that this would be difficult to achieve and impossible to police.

Public – Ray Watson said that he attends Parish Council meetings regularly and observes that the same issues are coming up over and over again and are more often than not resolved.

The Parish Council acknowledged this is embarrassing to them and will endeavour to be more forceful in dealing with Cornwall Council. 

Microlight Club 

Bill had asked to speak at the meeting about the signs they have erected on the runways to alert the public that aircraft are taking off and landing and that there is no right of access to the land. The signs on poles cemented into the ground

Several of the signs have been damaged by persons unknown and it was suggested that the wording change may have upset people.  

The wording has been changed to include ‘no public right of access’.  This had been requested by the landowner and was also required for insurance purposes.

The club has also suffered from a break in and fire resulting in £15k of damage to three aircraft.

A number of alternative ways of letting people know the status of the land was discussed, including marking the runways rather than erecting intrusive signage.
