The chair welcomed Fran Baker, as representative of ‘The Parochial Church Council of Davidstow’ to the committee. It was agreed unanimously that she should join the committee.

Minutes of June 11th meeting agreed and signed by the chair.

Matters Arising:

The chair has invited Mike Davey on to the committee but as yet has received no reply.

The chair has received a letter from Jon Teague, 25th June, clarifying that any organisation that is not currently represented on the committee may be invited to do so.

The chair will contact organisations accordingly.

Maddy Ward Proposed, Dave Rothwell seconded that in future any organisation wishing to be represented and any organisation currently represented and wishing to continue to be represented beyond the next AGM should notify the committee in writing. As per the Deed, the latter should happen prior to the AGM.

Agreed unanimously.

Details of current hall funds deposited with the solicitor are, as yet, not yet available. Deferred to next meeting.

Maddy Ward will contact the Natwest bank manager to discuss the procedure of changing the signatories.

MM? proposed, Dave Rothwell seconded that there should be three signatories, Chair, Treasurer and Secretary, a minimum of two of which should sign any future cheques.

Agreed unanimously.

The Chair will contact the Charity Commission for advice on investing funds.

The committee has received an invoice from Andrew Dickinson.

Marjorie Colwill brought a copy of the original deed of sale of the old hall. Chair to clarify the significance of this with the Charity Commission.

Documents from the previous Secretary and from the previous Treasurer have now been received by Julie Dowton and Liz Gregory respectively.

Documents from the previous Chair will be with us soon.

Correspondence:

Letter received from Valerie Gill, May 5th 2009, of Otterham & St Juliot Hall sent to Parish Council by mistake. It suggests a three parish hall.

A second letter received as above, June 19th, referring to the previous letter and outling benefits etc.

Both letters to be acknowledged and kept on file to be included with appraisals of this option.

Arising from these letters the subject of the role of the Parish Council was raised and discussed:

The Charity Commission state that the Davidstow Parish Council is a ‘Custodian Tustee’ having no authority over the hall committee.

In the case of Davidstow Village hall, as custodian trustee, the Parish Council need to provide a signature to finalise the sale of the old hall.

It is understood that this has not been done. The solicitor needs to be contacted to clarify. Once the sale is finalised, the Parish Council will no longer act as the Custodian Trustee.

The Charity commission should be notified of Fran Baker as a new member.

Financial:

Liz Gregory has just now received the accounts from the previous treasurer.

There is currently £144.26 in the account and £16.95 held in petty cash. £133.23 has been pledged for a childrens’ party.

It is hoped that new, detailed accounts will be ready for the next meeting.

The artist Chris Thomas donated £100 to the committee for allowing him to paint in the old hall. Julie Dowton to check where the money is.

Publicity:

Dave Rothwell has contacted the Cornish Guardian. Robin Pengelly at the Cornish Post replied requesting a letter with further information. The committee discussed the importance of phrasing , so that the purpose of the charity is fulfilled.

Andrew Dickinson suggested paying for an advert so as to control the wording.

Majorie Colwill, Dave Rothwell and the Chair to confer and write a piece and send each member a draft.

The committee is happy for the Davidstow parish website to publicise the cause.

Marjorie Colwill proposed, Andrew Dickinson seconded using the same wording as the accepted draft. Agreed unanimously.

Other suggestions:

Information put in ‘4 Parishes’ magazine.

Leaflet drop.

Date of EGM to be published when decided.

Any Other Business:

Andrew Dickinson will contact the previous chairman again to obtain paperwork.
