DAVIDSTOW VILLAGE HALL ANNUAL REPORT 2010

The original committee elected at the last AGM has now been increased by 3 members and currently numbers 11 including Represenatatives from:

Davidstow Parish Council
Davidstow & Westmoor Commoners Association
The Parochial Church Council for St David’s in Davidstow

Any organisation that is not represented at the end of this AGM can be so by writing to this committee with details of who will be their representative.

Since the AGM of last year the Trustees (this committee) have met 10 times.

The sole business of the year has been to find a way to fulfil the purpose of the charity after the sale of the old Davidstow Village hall and provide a similar facility for the use of the people of the community.

In the absence of any obvious way forward it was decided to seek ideas, suggestions, and opinions of local people with a view to establishing one or more options that the committee could prepare appraisals of and arrive at the most suitable way forward.

The options that have been or are currently being looked at are:

1. Obtain and restore the currently discussed St David’s church hall to be used as a village hall.

2. Obtain land to be used as a village green and perhaps later as a site to build a village hall or other community building.

3. Merge the current Village Hall Charity with that of Otterham & StJuliot village hall to create a three parishes hall at their existing site.

In preparing the above options the committee became increasingly aware that interest in the project was not great and therefore a number of awareness raising activities were organised. Unfortunately, these efforts achieved only limited success and this has tended to confirm a feeling within the committee that that there is insufficient support to sustain a project to provide a new community hall.

If the community is to benefit from any communal facility this committee needs to be sure that such a facility is actually wanted, needed or of use to more than just a small group of volunteers who, whilst enthusiastic, would need more reward for their efforts than poorly attended activities and events etc.

It is therefore probably as important as anything at this stage to raise interest from potential users and build the enthusiasm that will be needed to develop the project to any stage of success.

It is felt that the post AGM committee for 2010-11 should keep this concern in mind as the task of finding a way forward is undertaken in the coming year.
