There were no nominations for Secretary. S. Swale agreed to carry out the task for this meeting and it was agreed that a Secretary would be chosen at each meeting in future.

D. Rothwell nominated Liz Gregory for the role of Treasurer, Seconded by A Dickinson. All in favour.

Minutes of last meeting, April 29th  were read.

D. Rothwell proposed that they were a true and accurate record, seconded by S. Swale. All in favour. 

Matters arising: Parish survey results (for the village hall) have been collated. 36.4% of over 16s are in favour of the church hall option, 36.4% are in favour of the Otterham hall option and 14% are in favour of the village green option. It was agreed that the results were interesting, but not helpful in terms of making a decision.

The Chairman asked each member in turn to state their preferred option. This was followed by discussion which led to D Rothwell proposing that the village green option be dropped as there is no location available, Seconded by A Dickinson, a.i.f.  The Chairman asked for a vote on the two remaining options by all present which went in favour of the church hall option by a majority of one. This result was discussed and concern was expressed that three members were absent and therefore could not vote. It was also noted that an option might be chosen, but the committee would have to be in a position to implement it. D Rothwell proposed that all options should be voted out and a decision should be deferred to the next meeting with the expressed hope that all members could be present.
